What I noticed about this field study is the amount of dedication and work that had been placed into it. It was an ethnography that took Rick Zollo years to complete. He spent said years studying in an entire town in Iowa to figure out how the citizens behave, the culture surrounding truckers, and just how much it had impacted the lives of people on a daily. From the casual life to the jobs as well. I’d say what intrigued me the most about this study is just how Zollo observes the trucker community and despite him not being a part of the culture, Zollo still takes a moment to better understand it and made it more enjoyable to connect to the community he has been observing. Interviewing people and thinking about what they say, it ultimately sticks with him. As such, giving him a deeper connection to the trucker community. Making Zollo open to more experiences outside of his own.
It surprised me to see just how devoted he was to his work. To be able to connect with others and to understand people outside of his comfort zone. Detailing little things about the people he observes, the interviews he has, and just how in-depth he goes when exploring the concepts feeling as if you had also been present with Zollo as he had explored what an entirely different community, such as the trucker community would be like.
The way the report was written makes it very intriguing and keeps you hooked on what exactly is taking place in the report. It makes you appreciate a small community based on they treat each other and people who aren’t part of said community. It makes you want to do your sort of research. To connect with people you’ve never thought you’d form some sort of connection with. I hope to find similar results with my very own observations of people in different groups from me.
